Dear Alumni and Friends of Yeshivat Kerem B’Yavneh,

As you well know, our Rosh Yeshiva, Rav Mordechai Greenberg,שליט"א  notified the Board two years ago of his intention to retire after more than twenty years of service. He desires to continue to ללמוד וללמד. However, he no longer wishes to carry the managerial responsibilities of the Yeshiva. Rav Greenberg made his decision public at last year’s Sukkot dinner.
The Board has decided to appoint several successors as has been done effectively by other yeshivot in Israel. Rav Greenberg will continue to function as Rosh Yeshiva and share in guiding the educational and spiritual direction of the Yeshiva.
We are in the advanced stages of negotiation for the position of Rosh Yeshiva with the prominent American Rosh Yeshiva, HaGaon Rav Michael Rosensweig שליט"א, and we are hopeful that our efforts will succeed. Rav Rosensweig has visited the Yeshiva recently, met with the faculty, and delivered inspiring shiurim. We are delighted to report that Rav Rosensweig will be spending Elul at the Yeshiva and we welcome you to come and participate in his shiurim at that time. 
We made the first appointment of an Israeli Rosh Yeshiva with the naming of Rav Ben Zion Elgaziשליט"א  .  Rav Elgazi, one of the most prominent Ramim of the Yeshiva and a talmid of Rav Greenberg, will be responsible for conducting the daily affairs of the Yeshiva.  Many of you already know him well from his very successful work at the Yeshiva. A short biography follows this letter below.

Biography: Rav Ben Zion Elgazi was born in 1967 in Petach Tikva and grew up in Yahud. As a youngster he studied in Nachal Yitzchak in Nechalim, in Telze-Stone and later in Kerem B’Yavneh. After 5 years at KBY he married Adina Yedid of Jerusalem. He continued learning at the KBY Kollel, received יורה יורה and Municipal Rabbinic ordination and continued in the Kollel Dayanut. Subsequently, he spent four years in Belgium as community Rabbi, Rosh Yeshiva and head of the girls Ulpana school. Back in Israel, as a Ram in KBY, he also founded and developed Zurba DeRabanan, a very popular, international network of groups devoted to the regular learning of Halacha. He is also head of a Kollel at the Horev Synagogue in Rechavia, Jerusalem.
